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STANDARDS: #2 Listening and reading for literary response involving comprehending, interpreting, and

critiquing imaginative texts in every medium, drawing on personal experiences and knowledge to understand

the text, and recognizing the social historical, and cultural features of the text.

#3 Listening and reading to analyze and evaluate experiences, ideas, inform, and issues requires using

evaluative criteria from a variety of perspectives and recognizing the difference in evaluations based on

different set of criteria.

OBJECTIVES: As a result of this lesson, students will be able to:

• To understand the parts of a story. (Beginning, Middle, End).

• Be able to understand why the order of a story is essential.

• To be able to retell a story in a basic, simplistic form in order.

MATERIALS: Sentence strips. Felt Board, Book, Goodnight Goodnight, by Brenda Parks, character cutouts.

INITIATING ACTIVITY: Read Goodnight. Goodnight, by Brenda Parks (Picture walk & Preview)

VOCABULARY: Beginning, Middle, Hnd, Conclusions.

CONTENT: As 1 read the story, 1 paste up characters on the flannel board (out of order) as they are introduced.

(I put the Three bears towards the right of the board, then put Jack to the left of the board, and Goldilocks at the

end of the line.)

After I read the story, I retell the story based on my flannel board. I read it "out of order." The children

should disagree with the way 1 read the story. To clarify what I said, I place sentence strips on the word board.

I also place them out of order. (See ex 1.) I then read the sentence strips out of order. Ask what happened in

the middle of this under the beginning (2). Ask what happened at the end of the story, place that sentence

strip at the top of the list. (3)

Say to students while pointing to chart, "So, ifl was going to tell this story to someone, 1 can say. It's daylight,

she wonders who will visit tonight. She turns out the light and begins to dream, and story book friends visit

and play. Right?"

Let the students say, "No, your wrong". Ask who can tell me why. Turn to the felt board, and do the same

thing with the characters (that I put on the board out of order.). "Read the story from the board." Have the

students put the sentence strips in order.

Then talk about the beginning. Place a "beginning" sign on the beginning sentence. Have a student explain

the importance of a beginning. The beginning is very important because it sets up my story. It tells the reader

|what is going on. Have-another student explain about the middle of a story. Place a label on that sentence.

Explain that the middle of a story holds our details. (Q. What are details? Have students answer). Explain the

importance of the ending. The ending gives us a conclusion (Q. Who can tell me what a conclusion is? Why

do we need one?). The conclusion ends the story, answers our questions.

Now, go back to the picture board. Have a students "retell" the story by placing the pictures back up on the

flannel board one at a time. If they do not know the order, make sure you tell them that it is GOOD to go and

check the book.

ASSESMENT: Assessment will come from the students participation.

CONCLUDING: Ask if anyone has any questions. Can anyone tell me what we learned today? (Retelling

and the importance of having our story in order BEGINNING, MIDDLE, END). Have the students work in

pairs, and retell the story to each other.

|ALTERNATIVE EMERGENCY ACTIVITIES:. Students can choose a book and read to quietly to

themselves.
