Subject: Math- Small Group       Grade: 1     Date: December 8, 2000
Objectives:   As a result of this lesson, students will be able to sort using a combination of strategies.
(Sorting & Classification).
Standards: #1. Students will use mathematical analysis, scientific inquiry, and engineering design, as
appropriate to question, seek answers, and develop solutions.
#3. Students will understand mathematics and become mathematically confident by communicating and
reasoning mathematically, by applying mathematics in real-world settings, and by solving problems.
Materials: Bushel of socks, paper socks (assorted sizes)
Vocabulary: Sorting, Classifying, Belonging
Motivation: Read , A Pair of Socks, by Stuart J. Murphy illustrated by Lots Ehlert. Discuss book. What is
this story about ?
Lesson: Tell them that after I read this book, I decided that my sock draw needed to be sorted. (Write on
White Board). Pull out my bag of socks. Start pulling some out. Tell them that I was hoping that they
could help me sort them. I had started sorting some (show them a pile of black and white socks. Ask them
if someone could tell us how I sorted them. (Obvious answer by color - 2nd choice By size) {Put them
Aside}. I think I need to sort them a different way. Does anyone have any ideas? Gather ideas. I was
cleaning out my sock draw, and I have come up with all of these socks. I want to sort them, but how?
Show a few piles of socks. Show a few loose socks. Ask each child if they can figure out what pile the sock
should go in. Have students agree or disagree and explain their choice.
Ask them: What is the first thing we should do? Why? (Chart it on white board).
What should we do next? Why? (Chart it).
Put students in groups of 2. Give them some "paper socks". Ask them to sort them. Watch each group.
After they group them, have them explain how they grouped them. Then ask them to see if it was possible
to group the same pile of socks in different way.
After each group has sorted in 2 or 3 different ways, ask them what we had done today. What did we leam?
Explain.
Have children write a paragraph on what we learned and what we did.
i.e. We sorted socks by ______________. Explain: -________.
Assessment: The students ability to sort and classify the paper socks and the ability to be able to explain
the procedure the student used.
Follow-up: Sorting with other items. (Buttons, etc.)
