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The finished project for LIS 651 is a searchable membership directory for the Suffolk County Library Association. The purpose of this directory is to provide a means for people to visit the Association’s website and find if a person belongs to the Association, is a member of a particular library or institution, is a member of a particular division of the Association, and their email address.

Membership information consists of the following fields of information: last name, first name, library name, email, Association divisions they have joined, and the year of their membership. The Association currently maintains a membership of over 600 people at this time. 

The front end of the project is a simple searchable form that will be able to cross reference several aspects of the database. Controlled vocabulary would be implemented using a series of pull down menus. One difficulty will be implementing a library institution search because the number of libraries is quite large and a pull down menu would be quite lengthy.  



Queries to the database will be able to sort members by their unique institutions or affiliations. Many members join several division of the Association so a request may consist of the following: Show me the members who have joined both the CATS division and the DASL division. The finished project will be able to examine the fields for each division and provide generated reports.

Membership information is controlled by one member of the Association and the information is kept in a spreadsheet format which will not be difficult to upload and maintain. 


Though for whatever reason is seems extremely difficult for my mind to grasp the information presented in the class I have truly enjoyed the learning process.  I have had my first taste of the power and potential of database management and information queries and have found I like it. I do hope I continue to explore PHP and MYSQL.
